	› Is the presentation content relevant to the subject? 
› Is the argument clear and backed up by proper
 evidence?
› Are the methods suggested in presentation feasible?
› Did the presentation follow a clear and logical sequence? 

	Creativity
	› Is the presenter’s approach to the subject original?
› Are the methods suggested in presentation creative?

	Presentation Material Structuring 
	› Did the presentation materials convey the presenter’s
 argument clearly? 
› Are the visualizations and effects used properly to convey the presenter’s message in an effective way? 

	Presenting Skills and Communication 
	› Did the presenter(s) choose proper word and non-linguistic
 elements of communication for delivering the presentation?
› Did the presenter(s) convey the presentation with 
enthusiasm and confidence? 
› Did the presenter(s) respond properly to the juries’
 questions? 


* The judging criteria could be changed under certain circumstances and the changes will be announced to all applicants.
B. Each team’s score will be calculated from all juries’ score average for each team. 
C. Experts from relevant areas to the presentation subjects including East Asian Studies, Political Science, etc. will be recruited as jury panels. 
D. When the score is a tie among more than two teams, the team who has gained higher scores from higher weighted criteria category will win.
